“Life Safety Documentation” Presented by Brad Keyes BIO LISTED

This session will reveal what life safety documentation will be
expected of your organization during the course of a survey; how to
organize it in order to best present it to a surveyor; and the overall
scoring of documentation and how it will affect the outcome of your
survey.

The backbone of rated wall compliance is a good set of drawings. How
can you effectively maintain your rated walls if you don’t know where
they are? Obviously, not all rated walls are the same, but did you know
that not all fire rated walls have the same requirements? Smoke walls
may also be fire rated, but in some cases they are not required to be fire
rated; just limit the passage of smoke.

This session will explore the fundamental differences between fire
rated walls and smoke rated walls; the different requirements of each;
where you are required to have such walls; and the need to effectively
document these walls on your life safety drawings. Your building tour,
and the result of the survey, will live and die based on what your life
safety drawings indicate.
